Important Department of Education Requirements:

¶ Late Arrivals 

Please can we remind parents that if your child is late you must accompany them to the office and sign the Late Arrival Register. Please 

note it is important that on a Monday to Wednesday that you notify the office of your arrival BEFORE sending your child to class. The 

office will give your child a late pass to take to class. Thursday and Friday the office is generally unattended.  

If no office staff are present please sign the Late Register as per normal and then walk your child to their  

classroom and speak with the teacher. We appreciate your assistance with this.
